In the game of bocce, two teams take turns rolling their 
four bocce balls towards a small target ball called the pallino. 
Once all eight balls have been rolled, the team whose ball is 

closest to the pallino gets one point for each of its balls that are 
closer to the pallino than the opposing team’s closest ball.

 The first team that scores 16 points wins the game.
